Council Meeting Regular July 14, 2014

The Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Bruce Armstrong at 7:01
p.m. in the Haysville Municipal Building, 200 West Grand Avenue.

Roll was taken by Recording Secretary Ginger Cullen: Crum here, Benner here, Kanaga
here, Kessler here, Rardin here, Konkel here, Pierce here. Councilperson Pat Ewert was
not present.

Invocation was given by Councilperson Daniel Benner.
Mayor Bruce Armstrong led everyone present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Under Presentation and Approval of Minutes, Mayor Bruce Armstrong presented for
approval the Minutes of June 23", 2014.

Motion by Konkel — Second by Pierce

I move that we approve the minutes for the June 23", 2014 meeting.

Crum yea, Benner yea, Kanaga yea, Kessler yea, Rardin abstain, Konkel yea, Pierce yea.
Motion declared carried.

Under Citizens to be Heard, Mayor Bruce Armstrong introduced Ken Bell and Marion
Renner of the Haysville Friends of the Library regarding the Citywide Garage Sale. Bell
requested authorization to sell permits for the 34" Annual Citywide Garage Sale to take
place on August 9" and 10%, 2014. Bell also requested that no garage sale permits be
sold for August 8.

Motion by Rardin — Second by Konkel

If there aren’t any questions, I make a motion that we allow no garage sale permits to be
sold on August 8" and have the Citywide Garage Sale on August 9" and 10", permits for
which will be sold at the Haysville Community Library.

Crum yea, Benner yea, Kanaga yea, Kessler yea, Rardin yea, Konkel yea, Pierce yea.
Motion declared carried.

Marion Renner invited everyone to attend the Library’s Ice Cream Social on July 26" at
6:30 p.m.

There were no Licenses or Bonds.
There were no Ordinances or Resolutions.

Under Notices and Communications, Mayor Bruce Armstrong asked for Governing Body
Announcements.

Councilperson Steve Crum gave details of upcoming events at the Haysville Community
Library including Imagi-Games, three story time options, a Mane Stage Maniacs
performance and a Little Ones Tea Party.
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Mayor Bruce Armstrong announced a Town Hall Meeting on Thursday, July 17" at 7:00
p.m. at the USD 261 Learning Center, which is sponsored by the Haysville Healthy
Habits Community Coalition. Audience member Cathy Hurley interjected to advise the
PRIDE committee would have a free swim day on July 26" at the Haysville Pool, to
coincide with the Library’s ice cream social.

Mayor Bruce Armstrong presented a Memo to Council Regarding New Businesses.

Mayor Bruce Armstrong presented a Letter from Cox Communications Regarding
Channel Changes.

There was no Old Business.

Under Other Business, Mayor Bruce Armstrong presented a Discussion of Purchase Offer
on 711 E. Grand. Mayor Armstrong advised this building, which was formerly the
Senior Center, had been sold previously but we had to take it back. He stated a business
owner is interested in purchasing the property, remodeling it for their own use and also
for rental to other businesses. Economic Development Director James Oltman advised
the business owner interested in the property currently has a business in Haysville, so
they would be relocating. Councilperson Seth Konkel clarified what was expected of
Council. Mayor Armstrong advised the City is seeking authorization to enter into a
contract or negotiate as needed.

Motion by Konkel — Second by Crum

I would move that we authorize the City to enter into a contract for the sale of the
property located at 711 E. Grand.

Crum yea, Benner yea, Kanaga yea, Kessler nay, Rardin yea, Konkel yea, Pierce nay.
Motion declared carried.

Before the question was called, City Attorney Alison McKenney-Brown asked
Councilperson Seth Konkel if he would like to state a dollar amount in his motion.
Konkel declined and stated he did not believe the City had room to negotiate and is
satisfied with the amount mentioned in the council packet. Councilperson Steve Crum
stated his second on the motion still stood. Councilperson Keith Pierce then asked
McKenney-Brown if the City would then be bound to accept any contract that is
tendered. McKenney-Brown stated that the implied intent of the motion seemed to be to
allow the City to enter in to a contract for the stated amount of $65,000, but if
negotiations should go a different direction, then City staff would be authorized to follow
through on whatever it takes to sell the property. Pierce asked if City staff would be
obligated to bring it back to Council for approval, to which McKenney-Brown restated
that the motion was to authorize the City to enter into a contract. Councilperson Russ
Kessler stated he would rather see a specific dollar amount on the motion.

Under Other Business, Mayor Bruce Armstrong introduced Consideration of Request to
Purchase Rebuilt Fairbanks Submersible Pump. Public Works Director Randy Dorner
gave details of the purchase request.

Motion by Konkel — Second by Pierce

I move that we allow the purchase of a rebuilt Fairbanks submersible pump through DXP
Pump and Power in the amount of $10,959.

Crum yea, Benner yea, Kanaga yea, Kessler yea, Rardin yea, Konkel yea, Pierce yea.
Motion declared carried.

Under Other Business, Mayor Bruce Armstrong introduced Consideration of Request to
Rebuild Mixer 2 at the Waste Water Treatment Plant. Public Works Director Randy
Dorner gave details of the purchase request.

Motion by Konkel — Second by Pierce

I move that we allow the City to enter into a contract to rebuild Mixer 2 at the Waste
Water Treatment Plant with JCI Industries Inc., in the amount of $18,800.

Crum yea, Benner yea, Kanaga yea, Kessler yea, Rardin yea, Konkel yea, Pierce yea.
Motion declared carried.

Under Other Business, Mayor Bruce Armstrong introduced Consideration of Request to
Renew Root Control Contract. Public Works Director Randy Dorner gave details of the
root control procedure. Councilperson Steve Crum asked how long the City has been
contracting with this company, to which Dorner replied 3 years.

Motion by Konkel — Second by Pierce

I move that we enter into a contract with Duke’s Root Control at a cost of $1.29 per foot,
not to exceed $12,000.

Crum yea, Benner yea, Kanaga yea, Kessler yea, Rardin yea, Konkel yea, Pierce yea.
Motion declared carried.

Mayor Bruce Armstrong asked for Department Reports.
Chief Administrative Officer Will Black had nothing to report.

City Clerk Janie Cox stated voter registration for the August 5" Primary Election would
close on July 15.

Police Chief Jeff Whitfield stated National Night Out would take place at the pool on
August 5" from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. Chief Whitfield also introduced Police Officer
Mark Mullin as the visiting officer. Councilperson Steve Crum asked how the Fourth of
July went in regards to fireworks calls. Chief Whitfield advised that although he didn’t
have any hard data, it seemed about average.
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Public Works Director Randy Dorner gave updates on the East Grand Reconstruction
Project. He stated traffic has been shifted to the north side of the road, the sidewalk has
been completed and the curb is currently being removed on the south side of the road.
Dorner stated the weather has not affected the schedule too much and they plan to ensure
the crosswalk area is as safe as possible before school starts.

Councilperson Russ Kessler asked Dorner for an update on the Pride Park Fountain.
Dorner stated most parts have been received and many changes can be expected within
the next week.

Councilperson Steve Crum stated there were some traffic issues at East Grand and
Broadway in relation to turning left. Dorner stated he would bring it to the inspector’s
attention.

Recreation Director Georgie Carter stated Haysville Youth Sports would be holding a
baseball tournament at Plagen’s Carpenter Sports Complex. Skills tests would occur on
Thursday, July 17" and games would begin on Friday, July 18%. Carter stated signups
for fall youth soccer were underway, as were fall latchkey signups. Carter also stated the
Fourth of July events were a huge success and numbers were up for all activities.

There were no Appointments.

There were no Off Agenda Citizens to be Heard.

There was no Executive Session.

Mayor Bruce Armstrong presented the Bills to be Paid for the First Half of July. City
Clerk Janie Cox stated an addendum to the bills had been printed and given to each
councilmember.

Motion by Konkel-Second by Kanaga.

I move that we approve the bills for the first half of July to include the additional bills
that were provided.

Crum yea, Benner yea, Kanaga yea, Kessler yea, Rardin yea, Konkel yea, Pierce yea.
Motion declared carried.

There was nothing under the Consent Agenda.

Under Council Items, Mayor Bruce Armstrong asked for Council Concerns.
Councilperson Russ Kessler stated weeds were very high at the southeast corner of the

Turnpike Road and 71% Street. Public Works Director Randy Dorner stated that was
county property and he would notify the appropriate people.
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Councilperson Steve Crum stated there were very high weeds around the guard rails on
Seneca near the Big Ditch. Public Works Director Randy Dorner stated this was also
county property and he would notify the appropriate people.

Mayor Bruce Armstrong asked for Council Action Request Updates. Public Works
Director Randy Dorner stated the fence repair and front yard mowing had been
completed at 818 Hemphill, but the back yard had not been mowed. A high weeds letter
had been sent to the address and came back unsigned, so the City’s contractor would be
mowing the property. Dorner also advised the cracks on Moy Avenue are currently being
repaired and the drainage ditch had been mowed twice since the Council Action Request
was submitted. Councilperson Seth Konkel stated there was a lot of weed growth within
the drainage ditch rock beds along Marlen. Councilperson Russ Kessler stated he has
noticed Code Enforcement and the Police Department putting tow stickers on vehicles
and working hard to address other violations in the City and their efforts are appreciated.

Mayor Bruce Armstrong presented for approval Adjournment.

Motion by Pierce-Second by Konkel

Mr. Mayor and Council, I move that we adjourn tonight’s meeting.
