Invocation was given by Pastor Phyllis Provost-Saas, Haysville United Methodist
Church.

Mayor Bruce Armstrong led everyone present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Under Special Order of Business, Mayor Bruce Armstrong presented a Proclamation
naming April as Fair Housing Month.

Motion by Konkel — Second by Rardin

Mr. Mayor, I move that we approve a proclamation declaring April as Fair Housing
Month.

Mayor Bruce Armstrong introduced Economic Development Director James Oltman
regarding the Quarterly Economic Development Update. Oltman advised going forward
he would give a comprehensive review every quarter. Oltman gave details of recent
activity including marketing efforts, new businesses and interest in incentive programs.

Mayor Bruce Armstrong asked for Department Reports.

Chief Administrative Officer Will Black advised the next meeting of the Sedgwick
County Association of Cities would be on April 12™ in Mulvane. He also advised
Planning Coordinator Zach McHatton would be sending out a traffic survey in the mail
and on our website in conjunction with Wichita Transit. Black stated based on feedback
from Councilperson Russ Kessler at the last Council meeting, an index has been created
on the website.

City Clerk Janie Cox advised of the sales tax election on April 1% and gave details of
advanced voting dates.

Police Chief Jeff Whitfield introduced Officer Toni Meyer as the visiting officer.
Councilperson Steve Crum thanked Chief Whitfield for the way the Police Department
handled an accident the week prior.

Public Works Director Randy Dorner gave updates on the East Grand Reconstruction
Project. Councilperson Russ Kessler stated traffic at Broadway and Grand has been
problematic. Dorner suggested alternate routes whenever possible. Councilperson Bob
Rardin stated a mound of dirt equipment at Marlen and Grand blocked the view, making
it unsafe to turn. Councilperson Steve Crum stated the speed limit on Karla was unclear.
Dorner stated the signage meets all requirements. Councilperson Pat Ewert stated her
approval of the results of the Cowskin Creek cleanup in her area.

Recreation Director Georgie Carter stated family pool sales, including passes and party
reservations would go on sale on April 1*. Carter stated the Summer Elements program
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for kindergarten through fifth grade would begin enrollments on April 15", Carter also
stated the Coltstrong 5K would be held this Saturday.

ORDINANCE NO:

AN ORDINANCE TO LEVY A NEW ONE PERCENT (1.00%) CITY
RETAILERS’ SALES TAX TO BE USED AS A SPECIAL PURPOSE SALES
TAX FOR THE PURPOSE OF FUNDING A LOCAL STREET, PARK AND
RECREATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM, WITHIN THE CITY OF
HAYSVILLE, SEDGWICK COUNTY, KANSAS.

WHEREAS, K.S.A. 12-187 et seq. authorizes the Governing Body of the City of
Haysville, Kansas (City) to submit to the qualified electors of the City the question of levying a
retailers’ sales tax in the City and pledging the revenue received from the tax to a special purpose
of the City, with such tax to be collected by the Kansas Department of Revenue and returned to
the City, and

WHEREAS, A special question election was conducted on April 1, 2014 for the purpose
of submitting to the qualified electors of the City the question of levying a retailers’ sales tax in
the City in the amount of one percent (1.00%), with such tax to take effect as soon as the tax may
be levied by the Kansas Department of Revenue if such special question was approved by a
majority of the electors voting on the question.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF
HAYSVILLE, KANSAS:

Section 1. The Governing Body finds that the majority of the electors who voted in
the April 1, 2014 election approved the City of Haysville Retailers’ Sales Tax Question to levy a
new retailers’ sales tax in the amount of one percent (1.00%) for the purpose of funding a local
street, park and recreation improvement program, within the city of Haysville, Kansas

Section 2. Pursuant to K.S.A. 12-187, there is hereby levied a new retailers’ sales tax
in the amount of one percent (1.00%). Such new tax shall remain in effect for a period of ten
(10) years following the date said tax would be first collected by the Kansas Department of
Revenue with collection to begin to take effect July 1, 2014, or as soon thereafter as such tax
may be levied.

Section 34.  The retailers’ sales tax will be subject to all applicable state laws and
administrative rules and regulations of the Kansas Department of Revenue. The services of the



Kansas Department of Revenue shall be utilized in conformance with K.S.A. 12-189, and all
other applicable laws of the State of Kansas.

Section45.  This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the Haysville Sun-Times, an official city newspaper. A copy duly certified
by the City Clerk shall be submitted to the State Director of Taxation along with the
election abstract and an affidavit of publication.

AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING THE AMENDMENT OF CHAPTER
14, ARTICLE 3, SECTION 303 OF THE CITY CODE OF HAYSVILLE,
KANSAS, IN CONNECTION WITH REGULATING TRAFFIC IN
SCHOOL ZONES ALL WITHIN THE CITY OF HAYSVILLE,
SEDGWICK COUNTY, KANSAS.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF
HAYSVILLE, KANSAS:

Section 1. Section 14-303 shall be amended as follows:

14-303. ESTABLISHING SCHOOL ZONES, DEFINING THE BOUNDARIES,
HOURS OF OPERATION AND MAXIMUM SPEED LIMITS OF SUCH
SCHOOL ZONES.

(a) Pursuant to K.S.A. 8-1335, 8-1336(a) and 8-1338, the governing body
deems it necessary and proper to establish school zones, define the
boundaries, hours of operation and maximum speed limits in such school
zones. The governing body expressly finds that school children crossing the
street or highway as pedestrians create a special hazard which requires a lower
maximum speed limit than those set forth in K.S.A. 8-1336 and amendments
thereto.

(b) The following school zones and the respective maximum speed limit
in such zone are hereby established:

School Zone Speed Limit

(1) Nelson Elementary School:

Grand Avenue from 19 feet east

of the east extended curbline of

South Delos to a distance of 60

feet east of the extended east curbline

of North Delos, a total distance

of 277 feet. 20 MPH

(2) Rex Elementary School:

Grand Avenue from 58 feet east of

the east extended curbline of Western

to a distance of 12 feet west of the

extended west curbline of Sunset,

a total distance of 232 feet. 20 MPH

(c) The school zones established in section (b) above shall be in operation
and in force during any day officially established as a school day by the
Haysville Unified School District, U.S.D. 261.

(d) The hours of operation of such school zones shall be:



(1) Nelson Elementary School:

(1) 7:55 a.m. to 8:35 a.m.
(it) 11:10 a.m. to 11:30 a.m.
(111) 12:30 p.m. to 12:55 p.m.
(iv) 3:30 p.m. to 4:00 p.m.

(2) Rex Elementary School:

(1) 7:20 a.m. to 8:40 a.m.
(it) 11:10 a.m. to 11:30 a.m.
(111) 12:30 p.m. to 12:55p.m.
(iv) 2:40 p.m. to 3:10 p.m.
(v) 3:30 p.m. to 4:00 p.m.

(e) The hours of operation of such school zone during summer school
hours shall be as set by the Chief of Police after receiving a request for such
school zones from the Haysville Unified School District, U.S.D. 261. Such
hours of operation shall be published in the official Newspaper for the City of
Haysville one time, and posted on the City’s official website for two
consecutive weeks prior to beginning enforcement.

(f) The maximum speed limits in a school zone established by or pursuant
to sections (b), (c), (d) and (e) above, shall only be effective if official traffic
control devices are present indicating time of operation by way of flashing
lights and maximum speed limits are posted.

(g) Any prior ordinance of the city of Haysville, inconsistent with
the provisions herein, shall be deemed repealed.

Section 2. This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its summary
has been published in the Haysville Times, an official city newspaper.

WHEREAS, the Issuer desires to authorize the Financial Advisor to proceed with the offering for
sale of said general obligation bonds and related activities; and

WHEREAS, one of the duties and responsibilities of the Issuer is to prepare and distribute a
preliminary official statement relating to said general obligation bonds; and

WHEREAS, the Issuer desires to authorize the Financial Advisor and Gilmore & Bell, P.C.,
Wichita, Kansas (“Bond Counsel”), in conjunction with the Chief Administrative Officer and Clerk, to
proceed with the preparation and distribution of a preliminary official statement and notice of bond sale
and to authorize the distribution thereof and all other preliminary action necessary to sell said general
obligation bonds.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF HAYSVILLE,

Section 1. The Issuer is hereby authorized to offer for sale the Issuer’s General Obligation
Bonds, Series 2014 (the “Bonds”) described in the Notice of Bond Sale, which is hereby approved in
substantially the form presented to the governing body this date.

reviewed by the Mayor, Chief Administrative Officer, Clerk, Financial Advisor and Bond Counsel as soon
after the submittal hour as possible. The Mayor is hereby authorized to award the sale of the Bonds to the
submitter of the best proposal as determined pursuant to the provisions of the Notice of Bond Sale or to
reject all proposals; provided, however, that the principal amount of the Bonds shall not exceed $370,000
and the true interest cost of the Bonds shall not exceed 4.00%. All proposals for the purchase of the
Bonds shall be delivered to the governing body at its meeting to be held on the sale date referenced in the
Notice of Bond Sale, at which meeting the governing body shall review such bids and ratify the award of
the sale of the Bonds or the rejection of all proposals.

Section 2. The Preliminary Official Statement, dated April 14, 2014, is hereby approved in
substantially the form presented to the governing body this date, with such changes or additions as the
Mayor and Clerk shall deem necessary and appropriate, and such officials and other representatives of the
Issuer are hereby authorized to use such document in connection with the sale of the Bonds.

Section 3. The Clerk, in conjunction with the Financial Advisor and Bond Counsel, is hereby
authorized and directed to give notice of said bond sale by publishing a Notice of Intent to Seek Private
Placement before the date of the bond sale in a newspaper of general circulation in Sedgwick County,
Kansas, and the Kansas Register and by distributing copies of the Notice of Bond Sale and Preliminary
Official Statement to prospective purchasers of the Bonds. Proposals for the purchase of the Bonds shall
be submitted upon the terms and conditions set forth in said Notice of Bond Sale, and shall be delivered
to the governing body at its meeting to be held on the sale date referenced in the Notice of Bond Sale, at
which meeting the governing body shall review such bids and shall award the sale of the Bonds or reject
all proposals.

Section4. The Mayor and Clerk are each hereby authorized to approve the form of said
Preliminary Official Statement, and to execute the “Certificate Regarding Preliminary Official Statement”
in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit A, as approval of the Preliminary Official Statement,
such official’s signature thereon being conclusive evidence of such official’s and the Issuer’s approval
thereof.

Section 5. The Issuer agrees to provide to the Purchaser within seven business days of the date of
the sale of Bonds or within sufficient time to accompany any confirmation that requests payment from
any customer of the Purchaser, whichever is earlier, sufficient copies of the final Official Statement to
enable the Purchaser to comply with the requirements of Rule G-32 of the Municipal Securities
Rulemaking Board.

Section 6. The Mayor, Clerk and the other officers and representatives of the Issuer, the
Financial Advisor and Bond Counsel are hereby authorized and directed to take such other action as may
be necessary to carry out the sale of the Bonds. Such officials are also directed and authorized to make
provision for payment and/or redemption of the Notes from proceeds of the Bonds and other available
funds.

Section 7. This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its adoption.

(a) DTC determines not to continue to act as securities depository for the Bonds, or (b) the Issuer
determines that continuation of the book-entry-only form of evidence and transfer of ownership of the
Bonds would adversely affect the interests of the beneficial owners of the Bonds, the Issuer will
discontinue the book-entry-only form of registration with DTC. If the Issuer fails to identify another
qualified securities depository to replace DTC, the Issuer will cause to be authenticated and delivered to
the beneficial owners replacement Bonds in the form of fully registered certificates. Reference is made to

Bonds and DTC.

Redemption of Bonds Prior to Maturity.

General. Whenever the Issuer is to select Bonds for the purpose of redemption, it will, in the
case of Bonds in denominations greater than the minimum Authorized Denomination, if less than all of
the Bonds then outstanding are to be called for redemption, treat each minimum Authorized
Denomination of face value of each such fully registered Bond as though it were a separate Bond in the
minimum Authorized Denomination.

Optional Redemption. At the option of the Issuer, Bonds maturing on October 1 in the years

The Issuer’s acceptance, including electronic acceptance through PARITY®, of the Successful
Bidder’s proposal for the purchase of the Bonds in accordance with this Notice of Bond Sale shall
constitute a bond purchase agreement between the Issuer and the Successful Bidder for purposes of the
laws of the State and a contract between the Issuer and the Successful Bidder for the purposes of Rule G-
32 of the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board (“Rule G-32”). The method of acceptance shall be
determined solely by the governing body of the Issuer.

Bond Ratings. The Issuer has not applied for a rating on the Bonds herein offered for sale.

Optional Bond Insurance. The Issuer has not applied for any policy of municipal bond
insurance with respect to the Bonds. If the Bonds qualify for municipal bond insurance, and any bidder
desires to purchase such policy, such indication and the name of the desired insurer must be set forth on
the bidder’s Official Bid Form. The Issuer specifically reserves the right to reject any bid specifying
municipal bond insurance, even though such bid may result in the lowest TIC to the Issuer. All costs
associated with the issuance of such policy and associated ratings and expenses (other than any
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independent rating requested by the Issuer) shall be paid by the Successful Bidder. Failure of the
municipal bond insurer to issue the policy after the award of the Bonds shall not constitute cause for
failure or refusal by the Successful Bidder to accept delivery of the Bonds.

CUSIP Numbers. CUSIP identification numbers will be assigned and printed on the Bonds, but
neither the failure to print such number on any Bond nor any error with respect thereto shall constitute
cause for failure or refusal by the purchaser thereof to accept delivery of and pay for the Bonds in
accordance with the terms of this Notice. All expenses in relation to the assignment and printing of
CUSIP numbers on the Bonds will be paid by the Issuer.

Delivery and Payment. The Issuer will pay for preparation of the Bonds and will deliver the
Bonds properly prepared, executed and registered without cost on or about JUNE 4, 2014 (the “Closing
Date”), to DTC for the account of the Successful Bidder. The Successful Bidder will be furnished with a
certified transcript of the proceedings evidencing the authorization and issuance of the Bonds and the
usual closing documents, including a certificate that there is no litigation pending or threatened at the time
of delivery of the Bonds affecting their validity and a certificate regarding the completeness and accuracy
of the Official Statement. Payment for the Bonds shall be made in federal reserve funds, immediately
available for use by the Issuer. The Issuer will deliver one Bond of each maturity registered in the
nominee name of DTC.

Reoffering Prices. To provide the Issuer with information necessary for compliance with
Section 148 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”), the Successful Bidder will
be required to complete, execute and deliver to the Issuer prior to the delivery of the Bonds, a written
certification (the “Issue Price Certificate™) containing the following: (a) the initial offering price and
interest rate for each maturity of the Bonds; (b) that all of the Bonds were offered to the public in a bona
fide public offering at the initial offering prices on the Sale Date; and (c) on the Sale Date the Successful
Bidder reasonably expected that at least 10% of each maturity of the Bonds would be sold to the “public”
at prices not higher than the initial offering prices. For purposes of the preceding sentence ‘“public”
means persons other than bond houses, brokers, or similar persons or organizations acting in the capacity
of underwriters or wholesalers. However, such Issue Price Certificate may indicate that the Successful
Bidder has purchased the Bonds for its own account in a capacity other than as an underwriter or
wholesaler, and currently has no intent to reoffer the Bonds for sale to the public.

Subsequent to the Submittal Hour, such initial offering prices to the public shall be provided to
the Issuer or the Financial Advisor not more than 20 minutes after requested by the Issuer or the
Financial Advisor.

At the request of the Issuer, the Successful Bidder will provide information explaining the factual
basis for the Successful Bidder’s Issue Price Certificate. This agreement by the Successful Bidder to
provide such information will continue to apply after the Closing Time if: (a) the Issuer requests the
information in connection with an audit or inquiry by the Internal Revenue Service (the “IRS”) or the
Securities and Exchange Commission (the “SEC”) or (b) the information is required to be retained by the
Issuer pursuant to future regulation or similar guidance from the IRS, the SEC or other federal or state
regulatory authority.

Preliminary Official Statement and Official Statement. The Issuer has prepared a Preliminary
Official Statement dated April 14, 2014, copies of which may be obtained from the Financial Advisor.
Upon the sale of the Bonds, the Issuer will adopt the final Official Statement and will furnish the
Successful Bidder, without cost, with a sufficient number of copies thereof, which may be in electronic
format, in order for the Successful Bidder to comply with the requirements of Rule G-32. Additional
copies may be ordered by the Successful Bidder at its expense.
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Continuing Disclosure. The Securities and Exchange Commission (the “SEC”) has promulgated
amendments to its Rule 15¢2-12 (the “Rule”) requiring continuous secondary market disclosure for
certain issues. The Issuer is relying on a provision of the Rule that exempts issues of less than $1,000,000
aggregate principal amount from the requirements of the Rule and therefore has not covenanted to
provide continuous secondary market disclosure. However, the Issuer obtains an audit of its annual
financial statements by independent auditors, and presently intends to supply its most recent audited
financial statements to any Registered Owner upon written request and reimbursement to the Issuer of the
costs of the photocopying and mailing.

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SERVICE PROVIDER AGREEMENT

This Agreement is entered into as of this 14" day of April, 2014, by and between the CITY
OF HAYSVILLE, KANSAS (“City”), a municipal corporation, and CENTRAL SAND COMPANY
(“Contractor”), both parties acting through duly authorized officers.

WITNESSETH:
WHEREAS, City has need for pond dredging and grading services; and

WHEREAS, Contractor is able to provide pond dredging and grading services, as indicated in
plans provided by Professional Engineering Consultants (PEC), in conformance with regularly
accepted business practices associated with the provision of such, and as further described by this
Agreement;

WHEREAS, Contractor has need of sand to sell commercially.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual and additional consideration, promises,
performance, covenants, and agreements set forth herein, City and Contractor agree as follows:

1. SERVICE(S). Contractor shall provide the following services:

e (Contractor, or Contractor’s employees, will perform those duties associated with pond
dredging and grading in a professional manner as outlined in City policies, avoiding
unnecessary noise such as music or entertainment devices, avoiding negative interactions with
property owners/lessees of surrounding properties, and avoiding the use of profanity at
service site.

¢ Contractor shall do, perform and carry out in a satisfactory and proper manner, as determined
by City, the purpose, goals and objectives necessary to accomplish this Agreement as
specified herein, associated with pond dredging and grading services. With respect to the
aspects of the delivery of the services contemplated by this Agreement, Contractor
acknowledges and agrees that Contractor shall provide such services in a manner that meets
the approval of the City Representative and shall be subject to the City’s general right of
inspection and supervision to secure the satisfactory completion of the work.

2. STATUS OF CONTRACTOR. City and Contractor agree that Contractor renders
professional service(s) under this agreement as an independent contractor and not as an officer, agent
or employee of City. City hereby agrees to engage Contractor as an independent contractor and
Contractor hereby agrees to fulfill the conditions enumerated herein, including any appendices
attached hereto, as an independent contractor. Contractor expressly understands, acknowledges and
agrees that Contractor is not entitled to any of the benefits City provides for its employees.
Contractor also expressly understands, acknowledges and agrees that he is solely responsible for

1




reporting all income paid to him pursuant to this Agreement to the IRS, the Kansas Department of
Revenue, and any and all other applicable taxing entities, and that City shall report the payment of
such income to said entities to the extent required by law.

3. TERM. The term of this agreement commences upon that date both parties have
approved and signed this Agreement and terminates upon satisfactory completion of dredging and
grading services and sale of all sand dredged from the pond.

4. TERMINATION. This contract may be terminated in whole or in part by either party,
for any reason, upon thirty (30) days written notice to the other party, stating the reasons(s) for the
termination and the effective date of the termination. This Agreement may be terminated for cause
upon written notification stating such cause. Upon termination of this Agreement neither party shall
be bound to full or partial performance of any of its obligations hereunder.

City reserves the right to immediately terminate this Agreement, in the event Contractor fails
to provide services as set forth in Section 1, or provides such services in an unprofessional manner.

5. COMPENSATION. In consideration for the service(s) described in Section 1 above,
provided by Contractor for residents of the City of Haysville, City shall permit Contractor to sell all
sand dredged from the pond at the site of the pond. All monies earned from the sale of the sand shall
be money earned by Contractor. Contractor agrees to sell sand to City at 15% reduced price for use
in City projects.

6. INDEMNIFICATION. Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the City
for any employee or equipment related liability or loss arising in any way out of the performance of
this Agreement, or for the performance of these services in a negligent manner or in a manner not in
conformance with this Agreement.

7. LICENSES AND PERMITS. Contractor agrees to obtain and maintain any and
all licenses and permits necessary for the lawful performance of this Agreement.

8. INSURANCE.Contractor shall provide City with proof of liability insurance, $500,000
minimum, valid through term of project. Contractor will notify City within ten working days of any
change of insurance, or change in status of insurance. If Contractor utilizes employees to perform
any such service set forth within, Contractor shall provide proof that all employees are covered by
worker’s compensation insurance as required by State law.

9. EQUAL OPPORTUNITY AND AFFIRMATIVE ACTION. Contractor agrees to
comply with the provisions of the Kansas act against discrimination and shall not discriminate against
any person in the performance of work under this contract because of race, religion, color, sex,
disability, national origin, or ancestry, and shall comply with all other provisions of K.S.A. 44-1030 in
its performance of this agreement.




10. TRANSFER OR MODIFICATION. This Agreement sets forth the entire Agreement
between the parties and supersedes any written or oral understanding, promise, or agreement directly
or indirectly related to, which is not referred to and incorporated herein. Neither this agreement nor
any rights or obligations hereunder shall be assigned, subcontracted, or otherwise transferred by either
party without the prior written consent of the other. Any modifications to this agreement must be set
forth in writing and signed by both parties.

11.  COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE LAWS, SERVICE STANDARDS AND
REQUIRED PROCEDURES.

A. This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Kansas.

If any provision of this Agreement shall be ruled unlawful by a Court of competent

jurisdiction, it shall not affect the remaining provisions of this Agreement.

B. Contractor shall comply with 1) all applicable local, state and federal laws, 2) all
regulations, and 3) all applicable service standards, that are now or may in the future become
applicable, in carrying out this Agreement, regardless of whether those legal requirements are
specifically referenced in this agreement.

12. CASH BASIS AND BUDGET LAWS. The right of the City to enter into this
Agreement is subject to the provisions of the Cash Basis Law (K.S.A. 10-1112 and 10-1113), the
Budget Law (K.S.A. 79-2935), and other laws of the State of Kansas. This Agreement shall be
construed and interpreted so as to ensure that the City shall at all times stay in conformity with such
laws, and as a condition of this Agreement the City reserves the right to unilaterally sever, modify, or
terminate this Agreement at any time if, in the opinion of its legal counsel, the Agreement may be
deemed to violate the terms of such laws.

13. AUTHORITY. Each person executing this Agreement represents and warrants that he
is duly authorized to do so on behalf of an entity that is a party hereto, and that this Agreement shall
be binding upon the parties, their respective heirs, legal representatives, and assigns.

Article 1. Parks, Recreational Areas

ARTICLE 1.
PARKS, RECREATIONAL AREAS

12-102. HOURS, OPENING AND CLOSING, FEES FOR USAGE. City park
recreational and picnic facilities will be closed to the public from 12:00 midnight to
5:00 a.m. daily, except for Southampton Lake, Old Oak Lake and North Timberlane
Lake which will be closed to the public from 10:00 p.m. to 5:00 a.m. daily.
Southampton Lake will be open to the public for fishing from 8:00 a.m. — 7:00 p.m.
daily.
The fees for use of such park facilities will be those determined from time to time by

the governing body in consultation with city administrative personnel.
(Ord. 278-B; Code 2003, Ord. 888; Ord. 972)

12-106b. FISHING (a) Fishing shall be in designated areas only, and unless exempt by law, a
state issued fishing license is required and must be shown upon request of any law
enforcement officer, Kansas Department of Wildlife and Parks Employee, or other
state enforcement official.

(b) Fishing is permitted in the following city owned waters:
1. Riggs Park
2. Old Oak Lake
3. Southampton Lake
4. North Timberlane Lake
(c) Seining, and use of dip and cast nets, is prohibited on all city owned waters.
(d) Creel limits. A creel limit is the maximum number of a species of fish that
can be taken per person in a calendar day.
(e) Length limits. Minimum length limits mean that fish shorter than a certain
length cannot be kept.
®) The following creel and length limits are hereby adopted:
(1) Channel Catfish: 5 per day.
(2) Largemouth Bass: 2 per day creel limit, with an 18 inch minimum length
limit.
(3) All other species of fish: 4 per day creel limit.
