Minutes

March 12, 2015
The regular Planning Commission Meeting was called to order by Chairperson Tim Aziere at 7:01 p.m. in the Council Chambers, located in the Haysville Municipal Building, 200 West Grand Avenue.  
Those members present were: Tim Aziere, Joe Holub, Richard Meyer, Janet Parton, Clay Randel, Penney Rosendale, and Bob Wethington. Zach McHatton, Planning Coordinator, was also present.
Chairperson Tim Aziere presented for approval the Minutes of December 11, 2014. 
Motion by Parton  -  Second by Rosendale
Move to approve the minutes as presented.

Motion declared carried.
Under New Business Chairperson Tim Aziere presented Home Occupation Recommendation.
Secretary McHatton said a person had contacted about purchasing a residential property, and having a dog grooming business at the residence. He added that as per the code, if the home occupation was not listed it needed a recommendation from Planning. Chair Person Aziere said this fell between having a barber shop and a kennel. He said he would accept the grooming side of the occupation, but was concerned with the idea of kenneling dogs for several hours a day. McHatton said the person would groom anywhere from four to six dogs a day. Chairperson Aziere asked what the limits on animals were in the city limits. McHatton said he thought it was four. Rosendale stated that dogs taken to groomers tended to be quieter, because it was not a typical kennel environment. She added that dogs are used to the grooming process, and tend to be more calm. McHatton said that most groomers treat the job like a typical nine to five, and in his experience you drop the dog off in the morning, and pick them up early afternoon. He noted that most of the neighbors would be at work, and would not be around to notice any traffic or noise. Chairperson Aziere said the only way he would be able to approve the home occupation would be through the conditional use process which would notify the surrounding neighbors, and give them the opportunity to give their opinion. He also wanted to have the ability to place requirements on the business. He said this would place the burden on the groomer, but felt it was the only fair way approve the home occupation. Vice Chairperson Parton agreed, and said that she didn’t feel comfortable making this a general home occupation. She said this needed to be a case by case basis. Wethington said there needed to be conditions in place, and that was what the conditional use process was for. McHatton also agreed, and stated there was a reason why this home occupation was not included in the generic occupations in the code. McHatton said he would let the interested party know their options. 
Under New Business Chairperson Tim Aziere presented Haysville Municipal Planning and Zoning Code Update for the FCC’s New Wireless Order for Cellular Towers.

McHatton said the FCC had changed their regulations for cell towers, and that the proposed update was to be proactive. He explained that the conditional use permit was still required, but the new regulations would give them less time to move each permit through the process. McHatton said the City’s current code provided protection from towers going in town without approval, but the update was needed to further strengthen the process. He briefly explained the current conditional use process, and how the new FCC regulations would change it. He said other issues the Commission would need to examine would be height requirements, and the permit application. McHatton said he would send them a redline of the proposed changes as soon as possible. He said tonight’s meeting was for scheduling a hearing, and that’s where they would discuss the proposed changes to the Zoning Code. Holub asked about height requirements, and their relation to FAA standards. Chairperson Aziere briefly described the FAA’s requirements, and said the FAA would regulate their own standards. There was a general discussion and a consensus reached, and a public hearing date was set for April 9, 2015.
